“Judge A Book By Its Cover”

Due October 8th  
For your first book report you will be designing a new book jacket for your book. Please read a realistic fiction book and follow these guidelines. Remember to follow the directions closely and put each item in the correct area of the cover.
1. The Front Cover should have the book’s title, author, and your newly created cover art (not computer generated).

2. The Back Cover will have a meaningful quote from the story and a brief summary of the book. The summary should mention the main character’s name and the main events of the book.  A well-written summary inspires a person to read the book without giving away the ending.  Look for examples from books you’ve read-think about how this has impacted your decisions when choosing books.

3. The Inside Front Flap will have information about your author.  For instance, it could include other books the author has written (adult books, children’s books, picture books, best sellers, award winners, etc.).  You can also research the author’s life, inspirations, story, interests, etc. Be sure to research interesting facts about your author.

4. The Inside Back Flap will allow you to creatively invent a summary for a sequel to your book.  Take the character(s) on a new adventure, change the ending, or continue the story where it left off. This is a summary and should focus on the main events and characters while creating a new title.  Again, in this style of summary you won’t tell the ending, as you are motivating people to read the sequel.

5. The rubric allows you to see how you will be graded and what to focus your work on.  Use this rubric to assess yourself prior to turning in your book report.  You will turn a self-graded rubric in with your finished book jacket.

Please ask your questions ahead of time. I will provide the 12”x18” paper necessary to complete this project.
